Save the date! When should I call for a priest?   
 

If you or a family member are suffering from a serious ill-
ness, in the hospital, or near death — then the parish should 

be contacted (regardless of the day or time).  The parish 
should be contacted as soon as serious illness befalls a sick 
person or when serious surgery is scheduled (assuming that 
this is consistent with the wishes of the individual).  This is 
so that the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick can be 

administered, along with the Sacrament of Reconciliation, if 
possible.  Pastoral care for the sick person should be asked 
for as soon as a person experiences the danger of illness or 
is chronically ill, particularly if the person is elderly.  To re-
ceive the Anointing of the Sick, the illness may be physical 

or mental.  The ritual indicates that a person who is ill should 
be anointed early in the illness, or before one faces serious 
surgery.  The anointing can be repeated if the medical situa-

tion worsens or if the sick person experiences a different 
illness or injury.  During the course of the illness, Holy Com-

munion should be offered to the sick person as well.
