Lenten Rules for Fasting & Abstinence 

In the United States, the Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence.  Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday are days of fast and abstinence.  The law of fast obliges all those from ages 18-59 to  
refrain from eating between meals and to limit their eating to one full meal and two lighter 
meals for the day.  The law of abstinence obliges those 14 years of age and older not to eat 

meat.

Lenten Fish Fries will be held during the Fridays of Lent from 5-6:30pm in the Family Life  
Center.  Take out meals will be offered as well.  Proceeds go to benefit various programs sup-
ported by our local Knights of Columbus Council.  Cost per plate is $12, seniors age 65+ are 
$10, and children ages 6-12 are $8.  Please note we will be unable to offer second helpings as 

we have in the past.

ANOINTING OF THE SICK 

Please have someone contact the Parish Ofϐice if you 
are hospitalized or are seriously ill.  Due to privacy 

laws, hospitals do not notify churches when patients 
are admitted.  Also, Catholics are encouraged to seek 

the sacrament in advance of scheduled surgery.   

“Although each of the faithful always has the right 
to receive Holy Communion on the tongue, at his 
choice, if any communicant should wish to receive 
the Sacrament in the hand, in areas where the 
Bishops’ Conference with the recognitio of the  
Apostolic See has given permission, the sacred 
host is to be administered to him or her. However, 
special care should be taken to ensure that the 
host is consumed by the communicant in the  
presence of the minister, so that no one goes 
away carrying the Eucharistic species in his hand. 
If there is a risk of profanation, then Holy Com-
munion should not be given in the hand to the 
faithful.”  Redemptionis Sacramentum paragraph
