Procedure for Reporting Sexual Abuse                                   

Anyone who has knowledge of or who has cause to suspect an 
incident of sexual abuse should report the information to the appro-
priate civil authorities first at 1-877-237-0004, then to the Diocesan 

Director of Child & Youth Protection at 901-359-2027 or the       
Diocesan Victim Assistance Coordinator at 901-652-4066. 

Out of consideration of our Lord’s presence 
in the tabernacle and for those wishing to 

pray before or after Mass, please refrain from 
talking in the church worship space. 

Guidelines for Receiving the Eucharist  
 

Catholics should make spiritual preparation before 
receiving Holy Communion.  We do this by       

abstaining from food and drink (except water and 
medicine) for at least one hour before receiving 
Communion (see Can. 919: §1).  Be aware that 

chewing gum breaks the Eucharistic fast.  No one 
should ever attempt to receive Communion with 

chewing gum in their mouth.  Also, a Catholic in a 
state of mortal sin should first make a sacramental 

confession before returning to the Eucharist. 

Rosary Repairs 

If you have a rosary in need of repair, please place 
it in the basket on the table in the Narthex.  It will 
be repaired and placed back in the basket for you 

to pick up in approximately a week. 

HAS YOUR STATUS CHANGED?  Has your 
name changed?

“Although each of the faithful always has the 
right to receive Holy Communion on the 

tongue, at his choice, if any communicant 
should wish to receive the Sacrament in the 
hand, in areas where the Bishops’ Confer-

ence with the recognitio of the Apostolic See 
has given permission, the sacred host is to be 
administered to him or her.  However, special 
care should be taken to ensure that the host 

is consumed by the communicant in the 
presence of the minister, so that no one goes 
away carrying the Eucharistic species in his 
hand.  If there is a risk of profanation, then 
Holy Communion should not be given in the 
hand to the faithful.”  Redemptionis Sacra-

When should I call for a priest?   
 

If you or a family member are suffering from a serious illness, 
in the hospital, or near death — then the parish should be 

contacted (regardless of the day or time).  The parish should 
be contacted as soon as serious illness befalls a sick person 
or when serious surgery is scheduled (assuming that this is 
consistent with the wishes of the individual).  This is so that 
the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick can be adminis-

tered, along with the Sacrament of Reconciliation, if possible.  
Pastoral care for the sick person should be asked for as soon 

as a person experiences the danger of illness or is          
chronically ill, particularly if the person is elderly.  To receive 

the Anointing of the Sick, the illness may be physical or   
mental.  The ritual indicates that a person who is ill should be 

anointed early in the illness, or before one faces serious   
surgery.  The anointing can be repeated if the medical     

situation worsens or if the sick person experiences a different 
illness or injury.  During the course of the illness, Holy    

Communion should be offered to the sick person as well.
