Guidelines for Receiving the Eucharist

Catholics should make spiritual preparation
before receiving Holy Communion. We do
this by abstaining from food and drink (except
water and medicine) for at least one hour be-
fore receiving Communion (see Can. 919: §1).
Be aware that chewing gum breaks the
Eucharistic fast. No one should ever attempt
to receive Communion with chewing gum in
their mouth. Also, a Catholic in a state of
mortal sin should first make a sacramental
confession before returning to the Eucharist.
