World Day for Grandparents and Elderly 

In 2021, Pope Francis established the celebraƟon of the 
World Day for Grandparents and Elderly on the fourth     
Sunday of July, near the liturgical memorial of Saints        
Joachim and Anne, the grandparents of Jesus (July 26).    
This keeps the celebraƟon near the feast of St. Joachim and      
St. Anne (July 26).  The theme for the 2024 celebraƟon    
selected by the pope is “Do not cast me off in my old 
age” (cf. Psalm 71:9).  However, the U.S. bishops have     
approved the transfer of the celebraƟon of World Day for 
Grandparents and the Elderly in the U.S. to the first week‐
end aŌer Labor Day in September to coincide with NaƟonal 
Grandparents (and the Elderly) Day in the United States as 
many local communiƟes, schools, and parishes have         
celebrated for some Ɵme.

These trips are so 
important for these teens because they get the opportunity to be with other Catholic teens and really connect with Christ in a way 
that is relatable to them.  Just on this trip alone, I have seen Jesus move mountains in their hearts; I have seen introverts become 
extroverts; I have seen new friendships formed; and I have seen the group become more ONE with Christ and each other!
